Positive school climate and atmosphere
· Values and principals are upheld in the school community through school rules and the school motto. These are reinforced in the classroom and throughout the school. We also have a school assembly where positive behaviour is rewarded through class of the week. The principal also recognises good behaviour through stars and wishes/ the sun and the cloud. 

· A welcome pack is given to new staff this informs them of the values and principals upheld in the school. 

· Parents are informed are school rules through a welcome received on enrolling their child. We also have a news letter sent home twice a term which highlights achievements in the school. The school website contains the school rule, ethos and other information. 
· Effective communication is built within the school through staff meetings and class group planning meetings and through assembly. 

· Children’s individual needs are catered for through differentiation of various elements of the curriculum. 

     The incredible years programme is run to help promote

     social development. Concurrent parenting courses are   

     provided as well.    

·      St. Johns promotes a healthy physical environment    through our health and safety policy. 

·      We promote self esteem and respect for diversity through multi cultural week and circle time. Children’s work is displayed throughout the school. Teachers model respectful language and behaviour through out the day. 
Discrete time

· On an ongoing basis time is spent dealing with social difficulties that children may encounter in the yard or in the classroom.  

· Specific programmes are time tabled through out the school year. Stay safe is done every second year through out the school. Walk tall and RSE (second class only) are done annually. 

· When the Stay Safe programme is being implemented children are not withdrawn from their classroom for support in other curriculum areas.
